The Treasury of Vilnius Cathedral and the Veneration of Saint Casimir

kriksto vardai.

Sv. Kazimiero koply¢ioje saugomos karalaicio relikvijos visais
laikais buvo gerbiamos, ne kartg sléptos nuo gresianciy pavojy.
Relikvijos buvo labai branginamos, vis délto nemazai jy iSdalyta
Lietuvos ir kity pasaulio Saliy baznyc¢ioms. Dél sovietinés
valdZios persekiojimy 1952 m. sarkofagas su §v. Kazimiero
palaikais buvo perkeltas j Vilniaus Sv. Petro ir Povilo bazny¢ig.
1989 m. kovo 4 d. sugrazintas j Vilniaus katedra.

The artworks of the treasury of
Vilnius Cathedral show the special
respect and love of believers for
the patron saint of Lithuania.
Almost all the most famous
liturgical vessels and garments in
the treasury of Vilnius Cathedral
bear an image of the saint. This
popularity testifies that in the
seventeenth and eighteenth
centuries the veneration of

St Casimir flourished. It can also

be seen from Christian names.

The relics of the prince

held in St Casimir’s Chapel
in Vilnius Cathedral have been venerated at all times, and
had to be hidden from impending dangers again and again.
The relics were highly treasured, and yet quite many of them
were given away to other churches in Lithuania and other
countries. Due to the persecutions of Soviet authorities,
in 1952 a sarcophagus holding the remains of St Casimir was
transferred to the Church of St Peter and St Paul in Vilnius.

On 4 March 1989, it was returned to Vilnius Cathedral.

St Casimir’s reliquary. A gift of the
wife of the voivode of Smolensk,

Ewa Pac-Gosiewska, and her daughter
Helena Gosiewska-Sanguszko. In 1637,
the reliquary was donated to St
Casimir’s Church in Vilnius, and since
the nineteenth century is held in

Vilnius Cathedral.

Kazimieras Leonas buvo
didelis savo globéjo gerbéjas, todél
pavaizdavo Sv. Kazimiera indo pédoje.
Chalice with an image of St Casimir

on the foot. Circa 1646, the goldsmith
of King Sigismund Vasa, Andrew I
Makensen, created the largest chalice of
pure gold in Lithuania on commission
from Casimir Leo Sapieha. Casimir Leo
was a huge admirer of his patron saint
and thus had St Casimir depicted on the

foot of the vessel.
